Youth to Everest 2010

Speech in assembly by Lucy Newton

If this time last year someone was to tell me
that in a year® time | would be leaving my
friends and family for 16 days to go trekking
half way across the world, then | would have
told them they were crazy but as some of you
may have heard, | was lucky enough to be part
of the Youth to Everest 2010 trip to Nepal. It all
started when | arrived at Auckland airport on
Friday, 2nd April. There | met the people whom
| would be with for the next 16 days including
our leader, nurse and the other students. |
was surprised at how quickly we all got along
and although | was nervous at the start | could
tell straightaway that we were going to have a
great time. After playing numerous games of
cards and looking around duty free for a while,
we boarded the 11 hour flight for Singapore.
After watching a number of movies we arrived
at Singapore airport where we went crazy in
duty free with all the cheap kinder chocolate
and Haribo lollies. We then boarded our next
flight and 4 hours later we were in Kathmandu.
The ride from the airport to our hotel gave us
an instant culture shock. I1t& definitely different
seeing policemen with big guns in the streets
and weed growing everywhere. It was also
interesting having no traffic lights which
resulted in cars constantly tooting their horns
to warn the other cars they were near. There is

We stayed in Kathmandu for three days and
during that time we visited many cultural
places including a public cremation area and
the Bouhana nunnery. There are a few things
we took advantage of while we were staying in
Kathmandu. They were the showers, and flush,
sitting toilets, because for the next ten days,
we would not have either. It would be baby
wipes and squatting toilets. When we were at
the airport about to leave for the mountains, we
got our first taste of what the toilets were going
to be like, and I thought | was going to have to
hold on until we got back, the smell was
horrible and the idea of it was not for me. Our
time in Kathmandu flew by and it soon came
time to fly into Lukla in the Himalayan
mountain range. We flew on a 12 seater plane
which was something | wasn't used to, and my
not being a big fan of flying didn't help. The
landing strip was very different. An average
landing strip is about 3 kilometres but this one
was only 450 metres and because of this, it
sloped upward to allow the plane to slow down.
This airport in Lukla was set up by Sir Edmund
Hillary and Tenzing Norgay and was sadly the
airport wliesandedaughtebdsed. w

Straightaway we met our Sherpas and porters
who would be with us for the whole trip. They
would guide us through the mountains and
were kind enough to carry our bags, which
weighed about 15 kgs each and they were
carrying up to three each day. They were such
lovely people and definitely made the trip.

After meeting our Sherpas we were suddenly
greeted with scrambled eggs and lemon tea
which we all quickly became obsessed with.
The food was interesting and let& just say that
it didn't seem to agree with all of us and
became a bit potent on the tummy. We got lots
of rice and Dahl but we were also very
fortunate that the resorts we stayed at made us
lots of western food like fish and chips, pizzas,
roast chicken, pancakes and so much more.

We then took a short walk to the Ghaat village.
Here we did our reforestation activity which
may sound boring but turned out to be quite
fun. That day we all thought we got a pretty
impressive tan, but soon found out it was just
the dirt. We also spent time at the primary
school in the village. The children performed
for us and then we taught them things like the
chicken dance and the Macarena which they
loved! We also gave them little toys like finger
puppets, stickers, and kites, etc., which they
went nuts over.

We then rested for the day as we needed to
prepare ourselves for the biggest walk of the
trip, Ghaat to Namche. This was a stunning
walk through the valley and up the Namche hill
to the Sherpa capital which was at 3,440
metres. Namche was my favourite place we
stayed at during my trip. The resort we stayed
at was directly situated in the middle of the
markets which meant lots of cheap shopping! It
was also the place where we got our first view
of Mt Everest and the best views of some of
the other Himalayan mountains. And it was
also amazing because of its little French
bakery that had the best pastries. The next day
we worked our way to the village Kanjuma.
Along the way we visited the hospital
established by Sir Edmund Hillary in the 60's
which was definitely very different from ours.
We then visited the Khumjung School which
Hillary had also set up. This was where his
statue is and we were all lucky enough to place
a blessing scarf around it. This is where a
number of people became very emotional as a
lot of them had been lucky enough to know him
while he was alive. We reached our destination
of this leg of the trip and stayed in a little resort
that served the best apple pie and custard that
| have ever tasted! It was quite amazing the
next day having our breakfast outside. It 6 s
every day that you get to sit down in the middle
of the Himalayas, eating your breakfast while
gazing at some of the most spectacular views
in the world, is it?

The next day we were lucky enough to visit the
llama geisha, who to the Sherpa people was
considered a reincarnated god and anyone
who wishes to climb Mt Everest must receive a
blessing from him. We were all lucky enough to
get one of these blessings. It was also this day
which we reached our high point for the trip,
4,200 metres. We took time to reflect on what
we had done and it was then time to start
heading back down. That night we stayed in a
lodge which to all our surprise had showers!
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Although it cost us 300 rupees, which is about
7 dollars, and although it went cold halfway
through, it was definitely worth it! After a fun
and interesting night of 'Everest idol' the next
morning we woke up to snow and | was
amazed at how many people had never seen
snow before! Being from Auckland!

That day as we started heading back down the
mountain ranges, we started getting further
and further away from Everest until we no
longer got the magnificent view. As the days
went on we kept revisiting the places we had
stayed in on the way up, and it wasn't long until
we would be back home and it soon became
time to hop back on the tiny plane but only this
time, the flight was 10 times worsei | 6 v e
been on such a rough flight in my life. We
arrived back in Kathmandu and that night we
headed out to dinner for our last night in Nepal.

It was soon time to board the plane, and say
goodbye to Kathmandu which was when we all
became very emotional about having to leave
one another. Nepal is such an amazing
country. The people are happy even though
they have so little and | definitely see myself
going back there. This was a trip of a life-time
and | know you hear it all the time but if you
have the opportunity to do anything like this or
go on an exchange, take it! You will not regret
it.
